This week your children listened to a demonstration of our school band and the instruments available
for them to learn to be a part of our school band program.

At Beacon Hill we have developed a very successful band program over the last 14 years.
Students in years 3 and 4 on 2010 are invited to join our wonderful program.

Junior Band is for students with no or little prior musical experience.

In band practices each student is taught to read music and play in the band.

Each student needs also to take a private lesson per week with a specialist on that instrument.
A list of tutors will be issued when the instruments, books and other equipment is issued early in
2010.

List of Instruments

Applicants for the Junior Band may apply to play the following instruments. No previous musical
experience is expected. Instruments are allocated by the Band Director based on the preferences of
the applicant and the need to achieve a balance of sound in the band.

Band Fees

Band fees are levied to cover the various costs of running the band including director’s fees,
instrument purchases, new music, instrument maintenance and general administrative costs.
Fees are $90 per term per child, that works out at $ 4.50 per rehearsal.

Instrument hire is $30 per term.

Band Camp

Band camps are one of the highlights of the year. The band members learn an amazing amount of
music and at the same time have a great social experience.

The cost of camp in 2009 was $190, which includes accommodation and intensive tutorials.
